Dear Mr. Seuffert: 

At the request of Commission Staff, the Office of the Attorney General—Residential 
Utilities Division (“OAG”) provides the attached schedule to illustrate how the class rate 
increases would be calculated under the OAG’s recommendation to “reallocat[e] the EITE 
discount’s impact among all classes according to the existing base-rate revenue apportionment 
before applying the proposed 5.75 increase to base rates.”1 

The OAG’s schedule starts with the classes’ present-revenue amounts as shown in 
Attachment C to Minnesota Power’s May 18, 2020 reply comments, then adds $16,853,579 to 
Large Power revenues to reflect their pre-EITE-discount base revenues.  The resulting interclass 
revenue apportionment is used as the basis for calculating 5.75 percent class increases.
